2. Use the hook on the supplied suction cup
to hook and pull the reflector at the hole for
the safety string and push the A-B bar at
same time to take out the reflector.
Configure color temperature settings, by
using the slide switches on the Driver.

. Remove the diffuser lens by using the
supplied suction cup to lift up one end of
the lens from the supporting channels.
Once partially lifted up, the rest of the
lens can be peeled back and completely
released from the fixture body.

3. Using wirenuts to connect the appropriate input
leads as shown in the wire diagram. Either make the
connections behind the fixture and tuck wires into
junction box. or pull supply leads through the fixture
opening and make the connections inside the fixture
housing. If connections are to be made inside the
fixture housing, it may help to mount the fixture to
the mounting surface first as shown in the next step.
Note: Ensure that the wires and wirenuts are tucked
awav from the LED diodes to prevent casting a shadow
on the diffuser lens.

4. If wires are connected behind the fixture, carefully tuck
the wires and wirenuts into the junction box before
mounting the fixture.Align the fixture with the four (4)
mounting screw heads so that the screw heads pass
through the center part of the keyhole slots, slide the
fixture to either side so that the screw heads are
supporting the narrow slots of the keyhole profile.

5. Re-install the reflector then apply diffuser lens by seating
both sides of one end into each of the extruded channels
and carefully press each side as you make your way down
the length of the housing until it is fully seated.
